All mount sizes must be 500mm x 400mm for all advanced entries and 300mm x 250mm for beginners. All print entries must have the following information on the back of the mount: Section, and class, and the title, which may appear on the front or back of the mount as per individual preferences.

 All projected image entries must be correctly sized at 1024 on longest edge x 768 or less, and be in JPEG format sRGB colour space and should be identified by a title.

 All images must have been taken within two years prior to the annual exhibition entry date. Up to a maximum of four entries per print section are allowed. Total maximum entry eight prints. A maximum of six projected images is allowed.

RULES FOR MONTHLY PRINT / PROJECTED IMAGE COMPETITIONS

The author shall take entries but all processing may be done by himself or herself or trade processed. All prints must be mounted and size of mount must be 300mm x 250mm. The first, second and third entries will be awarded three, two and one point respectively. All entrants will receive one point. An image can only be entered into one monthly competition in any one year, but can also be entered in the Annual Exhibition.  Up to a maximum of six entries for are allowed per competition.

ALL ENTRIES TO ANY COMPETITION MUST BE FULLY PAID UP MEMBERS OF THE CLUB.

RULES FOR PROMOTION

Beginners to Advanced: First, second or third in two consecutive annual exhibitions, or, first in two monthly competitions and first second or third in the succeeding annual exhibition. 

 All new members wishing to be considered for advanced categories must submit a panel of five prints that will be used by the committee to assess their eligibility for the grading requested.

GUIDANCE FOR DIGITAL FILES

Image Size / Presentation

All images should be submitted as follows:

JPEG format sRGB colour space / profile

 A maximum landscape image / canvas size of 1024 pixels wide x 768 pixels high. Where an image differs to this size (portrait, panoramic, square, etc.) the image should not exceed these dimensions with the remainder of the image / canvas size filled with black.

Image Identification

Each image should be identified with an image title.

The images should be accompanied by a written list of the titles which also has the author’s name on it and the title of the competition

CD’s / DVD’s

All entries should be submitted on CD / DVD, suitably protected. Memory sticks are also acceptable

The CD / DVD should be marked with the author’s name  using indelible marker or direct printing. Please do not use adhesive labels. Memory stick should also be labelled or you may not get it back.l
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
